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Changing the world for homeless & at-risk cats in Central New York—four paws at a time

This January, a Cat Coalition volunteer was alerted to an 
overwhelming situation with more than 100 cats who were 
abandoned in a single bedroom in a home. The owners start-
ed with just a few unfixed male and female cats a few years 
ago, which quickly became dozens of unplanned cats in a 
very short time—proving how critical spay/neuter is!

Thankfully, members of the public and another shelter, Wan-
derer’s Rest, jumped into action along with Cat Coalition to 
get the cats out of their filthy conditions and into foster care.

Cat Coalition foster homes took in more than 40 cats in a 
matter of days. Despite being underweight and undersized 
due to malnutrition, and being infested with ear mites, most 
of the cats were incredibly friendly and social and craved 
attention and affection (and food!). Even the shy cats quickly 
came out of their shell and showed what love bugs they were.

Thanks to our incredible partners at Total Veterinary Care in 
Cicero, we were able to fix nearly 50 of the cats taken in by 
CNYCC and Wanderers Rest in a single day! Several cats re-
quired ongoing treatment for a variety of medical conditions, 
including upcoming surgeries for ear polyps. 

Amazingly, most of the cats were adopted to new loving 
homes already! Only a few cats with medical issues are still in 
foster care and will hopefully be ready for new homes soon.

We are so thankful to the many people who donated toward 
the cost of care for these cats! Because of your generosity, 
we have been able to cover the cost of all veterinary care and 
many supplies needed to help house these lucky kitties! Any 
funds received to help these cats that exceeds the amount 
required to care for them while in foster care will be put into 
our medical fund to assist other animals in foster care with 
medical needs.

Blossom, who is still just a kitten, 
was found on a busy loading 
dock in Syracuse, where an em-
ployees thankfully took her home 
to find help. He noticed that she was bleeding, howling in pain, and 
looked like she was giving birth, so he reached out for help. One of 
our foster parents picked her up and brought her in for an emer-
gency vet visit. She was pregnant and appeared to have a prolapsing 
uterus, which needed immediate surgery. Luckily, a vet was able to 
get her in the next day. Once in surgery, her situation turned out to 
be even worse. One of the fetuses in the uterus had slipped through 
a hernia in her abdomen, while it continued to grow, a situation that 
would have killed her. The vet wasn’t sure if Blossom would even 
survive the surgery, but she did everything she could, and Blossom 
made it through! She is now recovering and thriving, and is no lon-
ger in excruciating pain. She’ll be up for adoption soon!
